The following Act of Parliament received the assent of the President on the 29 July, 2016, and is hersby
published for general information:-

1. The Child Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Amendment Act, 2016 (No. 35 of 2016) is an Act futher

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(Probibition and Regulation) Act, 1996

Under Section 2, the following clause shall be inserted. namely

“adolescent” means a parsan who has completed his fourteenth year of age but has rot completed
his eightcenth yezr”.

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1. The umended Act provides under Section 5 3A that “No child shall be employed or permitted to work
in 2ny oceupaiion ur process”. Furher it provides that “No adalescent shall be cmployed or pemmited to
‘work in any of the hazardous occupations or processes se forth in the Sehedule””

‘commited by an employer and punishable under Section 3 and Section 3A shall be cognizable”.
